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1 Introduction

The proposed project involves establishment of an Island Waste Resource Management
Centre with aerobic technology using Composting machine at M. Kholufushi. The Proponent of
this project is the Ministry of Environment and funded by the World Bank and executed through
the Maldives Clean Environment Project (MCEP). This will help to better manage waste at

island level.

The Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) Regulation of Maldives (2012/R-27) and
amendments gives a list of development projects for which an EIA is required (Schedule Raa of
the Regulation). With respect to waste management, EIA is required for three types of projects;
installation of incinerators with a capacity of 10 or more tonnes/day, development of landfill
using waste and development of large-scale waste management centres (capacity of treating 10

tonnes/day).

As per due process for projects not listed in this Schedule, a screening form for the project
was submitted to the Environmental Protection Agency, to assess the level of impact due to the
project. Based on this project description and areas of impact, EPA has stated that the project is
unlikely to have a significant negative impact on the environment and hence the proponent could proceed
with the project. At the same time, World Bank (WB), as the funding agency has also carried out
screening of the project and stated that an ESMP should be prepared. The decision statement
issued by EPA is attached on Appendix 1.

The project was awarded to Winland Pvt Ltd. after a competitive bidding process and
agreement signed on 24" November 2022. The project was completed on 9" June 2024.The
project completion certificate is provided in Appendix 2.

The proponent of the project is Ministry of Climate Change, Environment and Energy
(MCCEE) and is implemented by the Project Management Unit (PMU) of the World Bank
financed Maldives Clean Environment Project (MCEP).
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1.1 Project details

Currently there is no formal waste management center in the Island of M. Kolhfushi. Waste
disposal at present is carried out in 2 locations; one at the northern side and one at the western
side of the Island. All waste is collected at these two sites where all combustible waste gets
disposed through open burning. As waste is not properly managed in the Island, the locations

where waste are disposed is full of all kinds of waste and are heavily polluted.

The proposed Island Waste Resource Management Centre (IWRMC) under the current
project is located at the south-western side of the Island. Ministry of Environment is the
proponent of this project through Maldives Clean Environment Project and funded by the World
Bank (WB). The approved site location for IWRMC are requires removal of a number of old/
mature coconut palms from the site. The details of vegetation clearance are given in this report

under Section 6.

The project will include construction of new infrastructure inclusive of mechanical
composting area with consist of a 753.12 sq. meter IWRMC. The proponent of the project will
intend to establish a full-fledged IWRMC and facilitate piloting of in-vessel composting in
Kolhufushi. The proposed IWRMC is made up of an equipment room, and separate areas to store
metal waste, paper and cardboard, plastic waste, glass waste, reusables as well as hazardous
waste. Staff quarters as well as an office is included in the IWRMC. A mechanical compositing
area will be constructed which will contain the aerobic system (compositing machine).

Additional details of the project are described in the Updated ESMP for establishment of
Island Waste Resource Management Centre in M. Kolhufushi (LAMER Group Pvt Ltd, 2021).

2 Monitoring schedule and compliance

Riyan Pvt Ltd was contracted to supervise the construction works of the IWRMC as well as
supervision environmental and social safeguards during construction phase of the project.
Reporting template for the environmental and social safeguards was provided by PMU which
was done by a tool developed by KoBo Toolbox. The safeguards reports were received as per the
agreed schedule on a monthly basis throughout the construction phase of the project and were
verified by the PMU prior to processing all the interim payments.



In addition to this, staff list with work permits of expatriate staff and a list of health and safety
items that the contractor will be taking to the site were acquired from the contractor, along with a
signed declaration prior to mobilization. Documents for health and safety item were received

prior to mobilization of the contractor, which are provided in Appendix 3.
2.1 Site visits

Monthly site field visits were made by the supervision team of Riyan to the site during which
environmental and social safeguards were also monitored. As such, during the whole project

period, a total of 11 site visits were made from between July 2023 to May 2024.

3 Project components

The construction phase of the project involved following activities and major components.:

1. Site preparation;
The proposed IWRMC site is contained of Coconut palms (Cocos Nucifera) which
need to be cleared to enable construction work at the site. It is estimated that 66
coconut palms will require removal from the site. Access to the site will be made
clearing roads on the eastern and northern side, scope will be done by Island Council.
At the present, proposed IWRMC site can be accessed from the road going to
Powerhouse. However, during consultation, the Council stated that they do not want to
utilize this road as they did not want to transfer the waste via road which goes on front

of the power house for various reason.

2. Clean-up of existing waste;
The proposed location of construction of IWRMC site is located at south-western side
of the Island. Currently, two open dumping areas are available in the Island of
Kolhufushi, wherein it was located at southern side ward and northern ward. For the
dumping area allocated at northern side ward is approximately 1,275 meter distant
from the proposed IWRMC site. While, the dumping area allocated at southern side
ward is approximately 170 meter distant from the proposed IWRMC site. Therefore,
clean-up of existing waste was not executed due to the two open dumping areas were

different location from the approved IWRMC site.

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4 Project progress

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5 Implementation of mitigation measures

All mitigation measures formulated in the initial ESMP report for each aspect were
successfully implemented throughout the period of construction phase. Though, there are some
findings for non-compliance which recorded during construction phase and these issues were
noticed during site visit. Those findings were listed in Table 2 including its remedial action were
resolved by the responsible party. In addition to, those findings listed below were considered as

minors and no significant effects in the event of construction phase.

6 Vegetation clearance and replantation details

According to the Vegetation Compensation Issuance Report of the Batch 2 IWRMCs of Zone
4 & 5, 51 privately owned coconut palms within the development area of the waste management
centre and 15 additional palms belonging to the Island Council were removed. Compensation to
the privately owned was paid at the rate of MVR 750.00 per mature coconut palm. A total of
MVR 38,250.00 was paid as compensation for the vegetation clearance.

Based on the vegetation removal form from M. Kolhufushi site dated 9" March 2023. 68 nos
of coconut trees from the project site with size of 8-40 ft were removed on site while there are
104 nos. of coconut trees with size of 2-8 feets being removed and replanted in other locations in
M.Kolhufushi. As per the information provided by the Island Council, approximately 350 nos of
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trees being replanted in the Island of M. Kolhufushi and satisfy the compensatory 2:1

replantation as per the EPA regulation. Photographs of replantation are given below.

7 Grievances

Grievance Redress Mechanism (GRM) of MCEP was functional at M. Kolhufushi. The
Council appointed an employee of the Council as a waste management focal point for managing
the GRM at Tier 1. Those grievances that cannot be resolved by Island Councils were required to
be referred to the PMU (Tier 2). Contact details & QR code for downloading the complaint
forms were displayed at project site and the council notice board. Hard copies of the complaint

forms were also made available at the council front office.

Throughout the construction phase, there was no grievances were filed and recorded in the
online GRM Log sheet. And no grievance was raised during site visits by the supervision team of

Riyan.

8 Ground water quality Assessment

The ground water samples were taken from the respective location as specified in the initial
ESMP Report. All parameter stated in the ESMP were taken as shown in Table 4. Temperature,
physical appearance, pH, Electrical conductivity, Total Dissolved Solid (TDS), and Salinity were
tested by using Hanna Multiparameter while Nitrate was tested at MWSC Water Quality
Assurance Laboratory. Most of the parameters are within the normal range. The Conductivity
and dissolved solid are higher than the optimal range. This possibly due to the fact that the water
sample source is near the coast.

9 Plan for operationalizing the IWRMC

A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) will be signed between the MCCEE and M.
Kolhufushi Council before officiating the handover of the IWRMC operations to the Council.

The MoU requires the council to take necessary registration and operating license from URA

before commencement of the IWRMC operations. In addition, it includes conditions like keeping
adequate stock of critical parts, health and safety gears and ESMP monitoring of ESMP during
the operational phase.




The MoU defines roles and responsibilities of the council to manage the IWRMC in
compliance with national environmental laws and regulations. Upon completion of the civil
work, the INRMC was handed over to the Island Council on 9" September 2024 (refer to
Appendix 6).

The Island Council has formulated and published in the government gazette a Regulation on
waste management and disposal for the island (2013/R-1631). Furthermore, all plans and
guidelines to ensure proper implementation of the Regulation should be formulated and
publicized within 3 months of the implementation of the Regulation. However, based on the

ESMP report, there has been no waste management plan prepared or implemented.

Upon completion of Civil works, the IWNRMC was handed over to the Island Council dated 9™
September 2024 (refer to Appendix 6).

Kolhufushi WRMC is registered in the URA and Waste Management Permit was issued on 16
July 2024 for a period of 1 year (refer to Appendix 7).

10 Conclusion

Establishment of an Island Waste and Resource Management Centre (IWRMC) with in vessel
composting technology in M. Kolhufushi was completed on 9™ June 2024. This project was
contracted by Winland Pvt Ltd and funded by the World Bank and executed through the
Maldives Clean Environment Project (MCEP).

The ESMP monitoring carried out for the project confirms that the construction of the IWRMC
was completed in conformity to the ESMP and the agreed mitigation measures were
implemented to a satisfactory level. However, there were some non-compliance issues noticed
during construction phase and these have been highlighted in this report. It has been noted
that these were minor issues.

All necessary firefighting equipment were purchased and have been installed at the facility. No
grievances were received from the public during the construction phase.

The center was handed over to Kolhufushi council for operations on 9th September 2024.
Kolhufushi IWRMC is registered in the URA and have obtained a waste management permit for

a period of 1 year.

Operational phase monitoring responsibility lies with the operator which is the Island Council
and shall be performed after 6 months of commencing operations.
