INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND  

The Government of Maldives, with support from the Global Environment Facility (GEF) and oversight by 

the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), is implementing the project “Eliminating Persistent 

Organic Pollutants through Sound Management of Chemicals” (POPs Project). As part of this initiative, an 

interim hazardous waste storage facility is proposed at the Raa Vandhoo Regional Waste Management 

Facility (RWMF) to address the critical gap in hazardous waste management. 

The Maldives faces growing challenges in safely managing hazardous chemicals and waste, including 

Persistent Organic Pollutants (POPs), e-waste, and other hazardous materials. These materials have been 

accumulating without proper disposal or treatment mechanisms. The Waste Management Regulation 

prohibits open burning and uncontrolled dumping of hazardous waste, underscoring the urgent need for 

efficient and safe waste management systems. 

The proposed interim facility will: 

• Serve as a centralized hub for the receipt, temporary storage, and preparation of hazardous waste for 

environmentally sound disposal abroad. 

• Leverage the existing infrastructure at the RWMF, originally established under the Maldives 

Environmental Management Project (MEMP), which has undergone upgrades and Environmental 

and Social Impact Assessments (ESIA) in 2012, 2019, and subsequent years. 

OBJECTIVE 

This TOR aims to engage a consultant to develop an ESIA for the interim facility in compliance with 

national and international standards, including those of the Maldives Environmental Protection Agency 

(EPA), the GEF,UNDP, and the World Bank.  

Note: The proposed project for establishing a Hazardous Waste Storage Facility will be classified as an 

associated facility under Environmental and Social Standard 1 (ESS1) of the World Bank Financed 

Maldives Clean Environment Project (MCEP) and the upgrade works currently being implemented at the 

Vandhoo Regional Waste Management Facility (RWMF).

Key Activities: 

1. Technical Terms of Reference: The consultant shall prepare a detailed technical Terms of 

Reference (TOR), covering all aspects of the study, in accordance with the requirements of the 

Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) Regulations of the Maldives and the UNDP and World 

Bank’s Environmental and Social Safeguards Policies. The draft TOR shall be finalized after 

incorporating feedback received from stakeholders during the scoping exercise, as well as 

comments from EPA, UNDP, POPs PMU, MCEP and the World Bank.
