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1.0 Background

The Government of Maldives, through the Ministry of Climate Change, Environment and Energy
(MECCT), has successfully obtained a grant from the Green Climate Fund (GCF) for a three-year project
to build capacity to advance National Adaptation Plan (NAP) process in Maldives. The UN Environment
Programme (UNEP) is the Delivery Partner for the project, with the role of supporting and overseeing the

project implementation.

NAPs are focused on medium- and long-term adaptation planning. Objective of the project is to reduce the
vulnerability of the Maldives’ population to climate change impacts through enhanced capacity for

planning, implementing and monitoring adaptation interventions.

The NAP project provides support for the elaboration of two project concept note on adaptation for
submission by the country NDA to the Green Climate Fund (GCF). The Concept Note will be developed

in accordance with GCF guidance on Concept Notes and address the following:
